Maths

In maths this term the units we will be covering are,
firstly, place value - where we will be extending our
knowledge of the place value columns and how this affects
the value of a number's digits. Year 6 will also be looking
at negative numbers. Comparing, ordering and rounding
also feature in this block.

We are then moving on to calculations. In this unit we will
be calculating with the four operations and securing our
methods as well as looking at efficient mental methods.
We will be introducing long division too. This work will
enable the children to work fluently with calculations to
solve real-life problems.

Fractions feature in the second half term and we will be
adding, subtracting and multiplying them.

Converting units will conclude the term for our pupils.
