Maths
Nursery:
Children will learn lots of number songs & rhymes and be encouraged to join in. Children will be focussing on
numerals to 5, the composition of numbers and counting.

They will also begin to look at measures, height and length, mass and capacity.

Reception:

Children will be looking at the composition of numbers to 5 and comparing groups of numbers. They will learn about
the numbers 6-10 and practise combining 2 groups and adding more. They will look at ordering numbers to 10 and
counting backwards.

Children will also learn about capacity, measuring ingredients, measuring and comparing height and measuring
time.

@evidence me

We use Evidence Me to record your child's learning in school. You can access this online or by downloading the app
from the Google Play or the App store and signing up via the link we send you.

Every Monday, you will receive a weekly update with key information for the week and any observations of your
child from the previous week.

Don't forget... You can add photo/video observations to your child's learning journey using Evidence Me. We love to
see the experiences the children have outside of schooll
